Upon his return from service, he went to work as a tool and die maker for
General Motors near his home in New York State. During these years, he
developed a passion for antique boats, and took ownership of a Richardson,
which he piloted all throughout the great lakes and as far as the Bahamas. It
was boating that introduced him to his wife, Kathleen Czysz, who herself
owned a 1930 Mathews. They married in 1990 and enjoyed time together in
various locales. Most recently, they lived in Charlotte, MI and wintered in St.
Augustine, FL, where they kept their boat. Charlie was also an avid ham radio
operator, and was known to stock every sort of electrical device aboard his
boat and throughout the house. He was also loved time spent in the outdoors,
especially in the snow. He piloted his snowmobile chasing snow all throughout
Canada, even into the Arctic Circle. Charlie was also a scuba diver, and
logged many hours in the depths. Also, he was known to rarely miss a
question on Jeopardy. Overall, he lived a life full of adventure and experience.



Charlie is survived by his wife of 32 years, Kathleen Getman and his sister,
Suzann (Ernest) Chank. He was predeceased by his parents and his brother,
Jack Getman.
