Myron "Mike" E. Shilling, 82, of Charlotte, passed away on May 15, 2016, at
his residence in Charlotte, Michigan.

Mr. Shilling was born on June 12, 1933, to Earl and Alice (Hardy) Shilling in
Jonesville, Michigan. He attended one room country schools, Miers and
Wetmore. Mike graduated from Charlotte High School, class of 1951. After
high school, he helped farm with his dad, grandpa and uncle.

On March 7, 1953, he married Celora Anna Pifer, the love of his life, at the
West Benton Church. Together they raised six children.

Mike was drafted into the Korean War, serving from May 1953 to May 1955.
He was a helicopter mechanic during his time of service, attached to the 82nd
Airborne, North Carolina.

Mike worked at Oldsmobile in Lansing for thirty years until his retirement in
1982. During his 30 years with Oldsmobile, he worked at four different Lansing
plants, and retired as a Technical Layout Journeyman on Inspection. He was a
member of the Oldsmobile Quarter Century Club, and the American Legion,
Post 42 of Charlotte. Mike felt most at home on the farm in his bib overalls.
Farming is where he developed a love for antique tractors.



When it came to fixing, finding, or figuring out something big or small, Mike
was the

"go-to" guy. He would say, "if you're afraid to scratch it or get a tractor dirty,
don't paint it." Many may remember Mike's Allis Chalmers tractor with the
homemade cab with all the extras including the skunk on the fender, and the
coffee cup glued to the top. He and his wife, Tootie, would travel near and
very far together, for any tractor shows, in several states; always ready to
meet and greet new and old friends.

Mike is survived by 6 children, Michael (Linda) Shilling of Charlotte, Thomas
(Pam) Shilling of Bellevue, Bonnie Jo (Galen) Swift of Lewiston, Jim (Lisa)
Shilling of Charlotte, Teresa A. (Richard) Rogers of Charlotte, Anita Harper of
Lansing; 3 sisters; 14 grandchildren and 24 great-grandchildren, and many
friends.

He was preceded in death by his wife, Celora in 2012.
