He
then hired into Fisher Body GM in 1950 where he continued to work and
retired after 37 years as a General Forman and Supervisor.

A highlight of his life was not only being a
member and President, but helping to establish the Eaton County Sheriff
Department Mounted Division (Sheriff Posse).
